Why imported GPX-waypoints from OziExplorer dont always show in OpenCPN
I found out that Martin.Gale’s Excel file “Ozi to OpenCPN3.xls” works very well, but only if the waypoints you want to convert from OziExplorer, have a “description” (as well as a name).
If you make waypoints in OziExplorer, their name will be a number (in this case: nr. 2). By default, the “description” remains blank.
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If you export these waypoints from OziExplorer to a GPX-file and use Martin’s Excel-file, they still won’t show in OpenCPN. If, on the other hand, you give them a description, they will show up.
You can give a description to all the waypoints in a file by selecting all the waypoints you want to edit. 
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and then click “change properties for all selected waypoints”, enter some text (in this case for instance: “show”) and click “change”.
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Save the waypoint-file to GPX, use Martin’s Excel-file and every waypoint will show up in OpenCPN.
Description remains empty by default
