CONSTRUCTION:

Extremely strong rolled, welded steel hull in steel plate of 4 mm and up to 8mm, at point of stress.  Stainless steel transom.  Frames and floors in 8mm steel plate.  Full fin lead Ballast Keel of 8,816lbs / 4 tons.  Rod steering and universal ball joints.  Skeg mounted rudder.  Built in excess of ABS requirements.

ACCOMMODATION:

The interior is decorated in a modern manner, all counter tops are in a “corian” type resin mold as are the Heads.  The floors are all in “Floortex Flooring” which is reported to be stain proof.  Sleeps 6 in 3 double cabins.  1 Head and Shower. From forward – Chain locker with access from deck and forwarding cabin.  Forward cabin with large v-berth, followed by toilet, head and shower compartment.  Large saloon with settees to either side of a folding table.  The navigation table is then to starboard and galley to port.  Central steps lead to cockpit and then aft are 2 cabins, each with double berths.  Huge storage space, under all berths, and settees.  Huge full width lazarette (12’6) with sufficient space for 3 large Rubber Maid containers and 3 x 20lb gas bottles, the Aries, Outboard, diving bottle, etc.

REMARKS:

Ocean Flight is beautifully built of the highest quality materials, for example the galley lockers and drawers are fitted with surgical steel wire drawers on rollers, so each item is automatically stowed, when put away.  The yacht was originally built for the owner of her building yard and the detailing and finish are extraordinary.
