Na Hoa Holomoku of Hawaii Yacht Club’s burgee.  Yacht club or sailing club burgees are small swallow-tailed flags displaying the symbol of the owner’s yacht club or other sailing organization.  Although it may be flown day and night, in order to save wear and tear many owners lower it when they leave the boat.  The burgee’s dimensions are on the fly 18 inches and on the hoist 12 inches.  The burgee is usually flow at the top of the forward most mast but nowadays with all kinds of antennas, wind indicators and anemometers at the top of the mast it is flown at the starboard spreader or at the bow.  You can also show pride in membership of our club and fly it from your lanai or at your front door.  Our burgee is for sale for $20 at our potluck or on sail day and any profit is used as a fundraiser to support our club activities and to maintain our boats.

Our burgee was designed by former Commodore Larry Peck and was chosen as one of several designs submitted by clubmembers.
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
