Fat Cat Rules and By-laws

This document is a binding agreement for any occupant, passenger, or crew of the Fat Cat sailing vessel. All rules will be enforced and carried out to the fullest extent of the privileges provided to the crew via this document. Any occupant, passenger or crew of the Fat Cat is subject to all rules of this document willing or unwilling. 

Rules and By-laws

1. All water transportation crafts shall not be referred to as a “boat”. They must be referred to as a vessel, ship, water craft, or any other name that infers a boat, except for the term boat. Any such person referring to a vessel as a boat shall be forced to consume an adult beverage.

2. All alcoholic beverages shall not be referred to as a “drink”. They must be called a beverage, beer, brew, shot, or any other name that infers a drink, except for the term drink. Any such person referring to a beverage as a drink shall be forced to consume an adult beverage.

Subsection A: The word drink when used as a verb is also not tolerated. The action of “drinking” shall be referred to as consuming or any other word that infers drinking, except for the term drink.

Subsection B: The term drink can be used as a noun when referring to non-alcoholic beverages or when referring to the lake itself. i.e. be careful not to fall off the vessel into the drink.

3. Any occupant, passenger, or crew that arrives at the vessel after being away for more than 3 hours shall be offered a beverage immediately upon returning to the vessel. If the first occupant, passenger or crew to see said person that has been away for 3 hours or greater does not immediately offer them a beverage they shall become “first step bitch” for that person for no less than 1 hour and no greater than 3 hours.” 


Subsection A: The offended occupant, passenger, or crew determines length of punishment between 1 and 3 hours.

Subsection B: Rule 3 only applies when said person reaches the vessel or if any current occupant, passenger, or crew purposefully leaves the vessel upon seeing the returning occupant, passenger, or crew to greet them and does not bring a beverage to greet them with.

4. Any use of non-nautical terminology when referencing direction, items on the vessel, or any other nautical item or term deemed appropriate in said situation is in violation of safety law and shall be punished with one beverage.

5. Any person caught “fouling” the head while at dock will be forced to consume a beverage while in the head.


Subsection A: If the offender cannot consume a beverage for legal, physical, or health reasons then the offender will be forced to pump out the head upon finishing their “business” inside of the head. 

6. Any first step designate that refuses first direction will be designated “First Step Bitch” for one hour and must consume a beverage. 

Subsection A: First step is designated to any one person that is either on the first step or is the closest to it.


Subsection B: Any person that is down below shall be determined to be closer to the first step then any occupant, passenger, or crew that is on deck.

7. When there are 4 or more persons on the vessel while it is under way all occupants, passengers, and crew are allowed 1 carry on size bag no bigger than a back pack or a small duffel bag. Any occupant, passenger, or crew found to be possessing more than 1 carry on size bag shall be at risk of having their items thrown overboard until their personal possessions are within the regulations of rule 7.

Subsection A: Any occupant, passenger, or crew found to be bringing upon the vessel any item that is intolerable shall have said item thrown overboard. Examples of these items include but are not limited to Abba, or Justin Bieber cd’s, speedos, bikinis in which said person that brought the bikini should not be wearing a bikini, or any other item that the crew determines intolerable.

8. Any property left on the vessel shall immediately become property of the vessel. 


Subsection A: If the original owner of property that was left on the vessel desires to have it returned, restitution shall be paid in the form of alcohol, cigars, diesel, or cash in an amount determined by the crew to be appropriate with the value of the item.

9. Any persons that engage in sexual relations upon the vessel while the vessel is vacant or occupied by others shall pay restitution to the crew in the form of cigars or alcohol.

Subsection A: Any persons that engages in relations and does not admit to violation of rule 9 and does not willingly come forward to pay restitution shall incur heavier fines or banishment from the vessel. Severity of fine or length of banishment shall be determined by the crew that discovers the violation.

Subsection B: Rule 9 does not apply to the owner of the vessel or any male blood related child of the owner.


Subsection C: Any sexual counterpart of a male that is exempt from Rule 9 is also considered exempt from rule 9.
10. Any Democrat, liberal, or person that likes or voted for Obama, any person that believes peace is the answer, or any person that believes firearms are “bad” shall immediately upon boarding the vessel pay restitution in the form of cigars AND alcohol in ANY amount determined by the crew.


Subsection A: Any occupant, passenger, or crew that rule 10 applies to has no say in any fines incurred against any other occupant, passenger, or crew.


Subsection B: Any occupant, passenger or crew that rule 10 applies to shall always be considered to be closest to the first step.


Subsection C: Any occupant, passenger or crew that rule 10 applies to shall always be determined to be wrong in any argument or debate. If said person does not admit defeat then said person must consume 2 beverages.


Subsection D: Any occupant, passenger or crew cannot purposefully ask an unprompted question to a violator of rule 10 that will cause them to be wrong. If a violator of rule 10 does not initiate or submit their wrong opinion into a conversation they cannot be held accountable.
11. Any payments of restitution cannot be made with items already on the vessel. If a violation of a rule occurs and the said punishment is restitution the payment must be made with the purchase of new items.

12. All rules apply only while on the vessel or if the violator is returning to the vessel within the following 48 hours.

Subsection A: All vessel rules apply to Ray, Adam, and Joel at all times no matter of time, date, or location
13. Rules and By-laws only apply to those 18 years of age and older.

14. Any occupant, passenger or crew that violates a rule and cannot carry out their punishment due to legal, physical, or health reasons shall have their spouse or significant other carry it out for them.

Subsection A: If said offender does not have a spouse or significant other on the vessel at the time of the violation to carry out their punishment a new punishment may be deemed appropriate by the crew.
15. If any occupant, passenger, or crew violates rules 1,2, or 4 and does not immediately consume a beverage any other occupant, passenger, or crew may invoke the Flugenheimer rule by shouting Flugenheimer. Once a Flugenheimer has been called the offender is considered to have one “Flugen” against them. 

Subsection A: A “Flugen” empowers the invoker of the “Flugen” to make the offender consume a beverage at any time and or place he chooses.

Subsection B: There is no expiration on “Flugens”


Subsection C: “Flugens” can be enacted by any means available i.e. in person, text, email, phone, tweet, facebook message, etc….


Subsection D: If 2 people have “Flugens” against each other they are allowed to cancel each other out if both parties agree


Subsection E: If any occupant, passenger, or crew wrongfully attempts to invoke a “Flugen” against another occupant, passenger or crew the invoker will then have one “Flugen” against them in the control of the person they tried to invoke it against
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
